IMPACT and OUTCOMES
Since 2017, MIRCI has housed 40 youth in MIRCI's Youth Home with the following outcomes:

73% have been stably housed for at least 3 months

94% reported improved physical, emotional and/or mental well-being at exit

78% exited Men's Youth Home with a HS Diploma or Equivalent

91% exited the program with stable employment or vocational training

94% exited the program with at least one supportive adult relationship
